INSTRUCTIONS FOR ENITTING LAOE YOHEES

Tha 100 needle c¢ylinder should be used for knitting lace.
Two balls of No. 30 Crochet COotton will be required, These
yokea &re very pretty and should sell for about.$5.00 each.

In order to knit the lace it will be necessary to learn
how to knit PLAT WHE. - FPlat web is knitting which comes from
the machine in a flat strip instesd of s tube. Flat web of the
width reauired for & yoke is knlt as followal

Remowve all btut 30 needles from the aylinder; set the work
up on the needles; place the yarn on the take-up spring; and
knit backwards and forwards ss you would when knitting heel or
toe, excepitng no needles are 1ifted out of action.

The heel hook and the stem weight are used Ffor holding the
knitting down. A felrly locss tension will give beat repults.
When you underatand hew to knit flat web you can make the laoe
yoke deseribed below.

BHOULDHR BTRAPS. HRemove the 6th and &th needles from each end
of the 30 needles left in the cylinder. HEnit 17 inches of f1a%
web and run knitting off machine. Make two of these straps.
After these straps are taken off the mechine ravel back one row
of stitches snd run the loose threed through the loops %o pre-
vent unraveling.

TOR. Plesce &1l the neadlas in the front half of the oylinder
{a total of B0 needles). Remove the 4th and 8th needles from
each end of these B0 nesdles. Enit 4 coursesa.

Oount off 7 needlea from the tws removed &t saoch end and
tpanafer the stitches from the 8th nesdle to the 9th, from the
10th to the 1lth, et¢,, until stitchss have been removed from
12 pesdles. Enit 4 courges. This will form a row of syelets.

Appin transfer the stitches as inatructed in the preceding
peragraph and knlt 4 more coursgsa.

Tranafer the stitches from the 8th needle to the 8th from
egoh end of the nesdles counting from ths 2 removed. Enit 4
aourses.

Rapeant the instructions given in the foregoing paragraph.
Phis covers all the operations for making the lace. 8tart back at
the taginning again trangferring the stitches Trom the 14 needlas.

Enit until vou have made a atrip 58 inches long, or what-
ever siza is requirad, Remove the knitting from the machine and
gew the ends together. Bew the straps toe the tep. If desired
g fancy edge may be erocheted on the sTraps.
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
